 Yet, despite this, Sweden has some of the lowest levels of belief in God in the 
world, and it is by these standards, the most secular country in Europe. The Swedish 
Church, which is Lutheran, is also boldly progressive, being one of the first major de-
nominations to allow gay marriages in church, and having long had women bishops. It 
was certainly enjoyable to be in a church which wasn’t tearing itself apart over these 
matters, and which was quietly committing itself to the task of pastoral care. 

In Jönköping, all this meant that there was an extraordinary number of clergy; 
there, a population of the size of Barford St Michael would be sufficiently rich to pay 
for its own priest, organist and deacon, and there would be no difficulty paying for the 
upkeep of the building and graveyard. People in Sweden, it seems, feel that although 

they don’t retain Christian faith, they do re-
tain an affection for the church and, in par-
ticular, are glad for its social work, its sponsor-
ship of the arts, youth-work, and its develop-
ment work overseas. While I was there, I was 
hosted by the PCC chair (who is always a lay-
person in the Swedish Church) in a basement 
flat, and with my bicycle, spent the week 
meeting clergy and laypeople, joining in the 
church’s social work with the unemployed, 
and, in particular, taking part in the church’s 

youth work and confirmation programmes, both in the diocesan retreat centre in Skyl-
lingyrad in the countryside, and in the local secondary school. I also spent an after-
noon in the local church pre-school, where I was treated to a kindergarten version of 
the Eurovision Song Contest, where twelve toddlers chose to sing – unsurprisingly - 
Sweden’s 2011 entry repeatedly until I vowed to vote for Sweden next year, and for 
the rest of my life. They seem to take it rather more seriously than we do… 

In short, I learnt a lot in the three weeks that I was there. In particular, I was most 
impressed with the ease with which the Swedes are willing to discuss the ‘big ques-
tions’ of human existence, especially in the context of confirmation preparation. Per-
haps this has something to do with the generous welfare provision that Sweden en-
joys, and stress people there lay upon family life, but there seems to be more time 
and space for this sort of reflection and, frankly, they seem healthier for it as a people.  

The church – even if  it  is lacking in a certain vibrancy – continues to play a valuable 
role in prompting the rest of society to think more deeply about what it means to be 
alive and morally responsible, even in this more secular age, and there’s a lot we 
could learn from Sweden, both as a church and as a society, about what it means to 
nurture the good life. 

FA Swedish counterpart should be returning in the winter to experience life in our 
churches in this benefice and I hope, all being well, to set up some sort of association 
for younger clergy in both dioceses, so that these nascent ecumenical relationships 
might be developed in the coming decades, for the benefit, God willing, of both of our 
churches.

The last few weeks have seen a series of pleasant disruptions of our normal Bene-
fice routine. Sweden trip, Hempton doors dedication, Deanery Eucharist, Ellie Bird’s 
baptism, Dan’s priesting and first Eucharistic presidency.  Thanks to the many who put 
themselves out in various ways to help make all these such fine occasions. 

July should be pretty much business as usual, though with Dan now often presiding 
at our Eucharists.  There are some important items on the Deddington PCC’s agenda this 
month, however.  We are to have a discussion of the proposed legislation to allow 
women to be consecrated as bishops – this as part of a C-of-E wide consideration lead-
ing to voting on the matter by Diocesan Synods and General Synod.  If anyone would like 
to discuss the issues or make a representation to the PCC before its meeting on July 
20th, please get in touch with me.  (Barfordians as well, of course: Barford PCC will con-
sider the proposed legislation on Sept 14th.)  If you would like to inform yourself on how 
things currently stand on this matter in the C-of-E, have a look at the copy of the Church 
Times supplement available in Deddington Parish Church and St Michael’s. 

Deddington PCC will also be considering our 4th Sunday service in the light of con-
sultations held at around the time of the APCM, the issue being whether we should 
change the service with a view to making it potentially more attractive to those who 
currently don’t come and, if so, how.   Again, if anyone would like to make comment (as 
some already have), please talk with, or write to, me so that the PCC can take your 
views into account. 

Looking further ahead, we have the Youth Choir from Sofiakyrkan visiting on the 
second weekend of December (concert in Deddington on Friday 9th).  It may be that the 
Choir will be accommodated elsewhere in the Diocese but I’d like to know whether any-
one in the Benefice would be prepared to put members up for two or three nights.  
Could you let me know?

She was involved in international secular and eccle-

siastical politics and counselled kings and popes. She died in 

Rome and her remains were  brought back to Vadstena in 

Sweden where they are still to be found in the Abbey Bridget designed in accor-

dance with instructions received in a vision.

At the end of May, I had the opportunity of going on an ecclesiastical exchange to 

Jönköping, a city in the south of Sweden on the southern shores of Lake Vattern. I was 
working in a church with which we are twinned in the benefice, Sofiakyrkan. The trip was 
all part of a new programme in the Diocese of Oxford that seeks to strengthen our links 
with the Swedish Diocese of Växjö. It’s an interesting link because the Swedish church is, 
like the Church of England, national in character and was, until 2000, the established 
church in Sweden. Unlike in England, however, a large majority of Swedes still pay a 
church fee of about one per cent, and just under fifty per cent of Swedes are confirmed 
at the age of fourteen.

Swedish Choir TripSwedish Choir TripSwedish Choir Trip   
At the end of May members of Deddington Church 

Choir with others singers from from Deddington and 
Woodstock deaneries visited Växjö diocese in Sweden.  
This followed two visits to Deddington over the last 
couple of years by the combined choirs of Sofiakyrkan 
and Dalvik kyrka in Jönköping. 

The Deddington/Woodstock choir was privileged 
to be invited to sing Book of Common Prayer Even-
songs in Växjö Cathedral and in Sofiakyrkan, 
Jönköping..   

On the way to Växjö we visited the Old Church at Dadesjo where there are remark-
able wall and ceiling painting of the 13th century.   Växjö Cathedral blends ancient archi-
tecture harmoniously with some striking modern furnishings, including Bertil Vallien’s 
glass altarpiece.  In the Cathedral we were welcomed by Bishop Jan-Olof, who recog-
nised our curate as the person who had effected the internet broadcast of his consecra-
tion in Uppsala Cathedral.  We were also given an account of how Växjö diocese is 
adapting Oxford Diocese’s ‘Living Faith’ programme for the Swedish situation. Then the 
Evensong! As a scratch choir we had not been able to rehearse together much before 
we left for Sweden and, though serious musical embarrassment was avoided, it has to 
be acknowledged that Purcell in G Minor has been better rendered!  We also sang an 
anthem by Deddington composer Donald Lane and a Lord’s Prayer by Andrew Campling 
whose father was a member of the choir. 

In Jönköping., when we weren’t singing, we went on a couple of mini-pilgrimages in 
and about the city chewing over with our Swedish hosts such questions as ‘Who am I?’, 
‘What is true friendship?’ and ‘Where does my future lie?’  So we got a bit beyond just 
the musical bonding.  And we partied.  Our hosts’ hospitality was impeccable through-
out but they exceeded themselves on the final evening with a delicious Bring and Share 
supper including a number of Swedish specialities and a full-throttled rendition of num-

bers from Mamma Mia.  The occasion ended with an Anglo-Swedish conga threading 
its way through the well-appointed and elegant Church House bellowing out ‘We are 
marching in the light of God’. 

Perhaps the highlight of the whole trip, however, was the Sunday Morning Hog-
massa in Sofiakyrkan when we joined with the Sofia/Dalvik choir, singing Swedish and 
English music.  With our Vicar giving the sermon in Swedish, there was a risk that no one 
in the church would understand what was being said; in fact, incomprehension seemed 
confined to the English.  (Apparently the sermon was about unity in the Church across 
barriers of language and culture and the breaking down, through God’s graciousness, of 
barriers between us and God.) 

There was general agreement that the trip was a huge success - enjoyable, moving, 
enlightening.  The link between Deddington Parish and Sofiakyrkan has certainly been 
strengthened.  Next up on the choral front is a visit by Sofiakyrkan’s youth choir in De-
cember (second weekend) when they will be singing Lucia music and Gospel songs in 
Deddington (9th) and Christ Church (10th).  Worth getting in the diary now.
