Hello, new technology. 

Should we welcome the new computers in the Vestry and what they can do for us ς or

recognise that those computers can do a lot for us.  Fundamental to the provision of the 
internet connections we now have in Deddington Parish Church were the recognitions that 
this would allow us both to offer our community internet access in the Church and also to 
offer access to our services over the internet to our community and whoever else might 
wish to have that access.  As to the latter, we thought first of the residential homes for the 
elderly.  But our experiments in broadcast have shown that the constituency we might serve 
is wider than these homes.   Deddington, Switzerland, Burundi, Sweden: in these places and 
others people can and do listen in.  We could kit the Diocese of Kimberley and Kuruman up 
with a mobile internet station at moderate cost.  Church services both ways, school links

This month we say goodbye to Judith Tinsley, Head teacher at our School.  Judith, 
with her astonishing energy and vision and her admirable clarity of purpose has 
achieved remarkable things at the School.  It is a very good place for children to learn ad 
to grow.  That is partly because, thanks very much to Judith, it is a School with a marked 
Christian ethos, its religious and spiritual provision noted as excellent in the latest offi-
cial report.    Our Parish Church links with the School contribute to that excellent provi-
sion, and Judith has promoted those links vigorously.  The Church, of course, has strong

ish Church to worship and on some of these occasions joins our Wednesday congrega-
tion for the Eucharist.  That Eucharist is a context in which we have recently been trial-
ƭƛƴƎ ǘƘŜ /ƘǳǊŎƘ ƻŦ 9ƴƎƭŀƴŘΩǎ ƴŜǿΣ ŎƘƛƭŘ-friendly Eucharist Prayers.  The School has made, 
and we hope will continue to make, a strong contribution to our First Sunday Service. 

Besides worship, School and Church have worked together on our links to the 
Church of the Resurrection in Mmabatho, the Tsogo Centre and Thelesho Primary 
School.   These links have helped Deddington children become aware of the HIV/AIDS 
issue in Southern Africa. The visit of teacher s from our School to South Africa in 2009 
was an inspired and inspirational idea (Judith again).  One of its fruits will be the visit to 
Deddington this month of Marina, Head teacher at Thelesho.  Make sure you meet Ma-
rina, if you can; she is a remarkable woman. 

You could say that our Church of England School is in the front line of the re-
evangelisation of our community ς more so, in fact, than are we, the Parish Church. The 
School involves many more people, children and parents, in its regular activities than 
does the Parish Church and so has enormous potential in the recommendation of Christ 
to those who do not know Him.  Judith has made sure that this potential has in great 
measure been realised; many school families will be aware that the excellence of the 
School has do with its explicit and conscious Christian character.  The School asks gently

before Confirmation allowed Church Schools to be the communities within which the 
appropriate instruction in the faith was delivered.  Does the Church of England really 
believe in its Schools?   

SAINTS ALIVE!  

SILAS (Silvanus, 1st century)  Companion to St Paul who chose Silas to take a letter 

from the Council of Jerusalem to the Christians in Antioch.  Silas was the man who ac-

companied Paul on his second missionary journey  in place of Barnabas, when the latter 

and Paul had disagreed.  Paul associated Silas with Timothy and likened both to himself.  

Silas has been identified as the scribe of 1 Peter 5.12 and tradition relates that he died 

in Macedonia.  Some Greek churches place Silas among the bishops of Corinth. 

JOHN KEBLE, priest, tractician, poet 1792 - 1866  The son of a priest, John 

Keble was a brilliant scholar, becoming a Fellow of Oriel College when only 19 and being 

ordained a few years later.  His collection of poems ôThe Christian Yearõ, issued in 1827, 

earned him the title of ôProfessor of Poetryõ in 1831.  Not seeking preferment, he became 

a parish priest in 1836 and remained so until his death.  His famous ôAssizeõ sermon de-

fended the Established C of E by saying, ôThe case is that a nation, having for centuries 
acknowledged that its government is also a part of Christõs Church, can never throw off 
the restraint that such a principle imposes upon it but simply on the plea that other 
States do well enough without it....  The Church must be constant in her prayers for the 
State and all who are in authority.  That duty performed, all other duties are secured.õ

LIVING IN COMMUNITY 

 

Any week at the Abbey on Iona is an op-
portunity to experience the building of life in 
community: through shared daily worship, 
shared domestic chores, maybe sharing a 
bedroom with unknown quantities, eating 
together with guests from other countries 
and cultures, exploring new ideas, singing 
new songs, romping together for a day 
through beautiful scenery, learning the stories of religious life on Iona in the 6th and 
20th centuries, a boat trip to Staffa for close encounters with puffins and the millennia-
old basalt cathedral architecture of Fingal's Cave. 

In 563 Columba brought Christian monastic life with him from Ireland to the island 
of Iona, then a crossroads of seaways. In 1899 the Duke of Argyll initiated the rebuilding 
of the 15th century abbey, and far-sightedly left it for the worship of all Christian tradi-
tions. From 1938 George Macleod brought about the rebuilding of the cloisteral build-
ings to become again a place where people can re-discover that God is real in the every-
day experience of the natural world and the challenges of human life - summed up in 
"Glory to God in the High St". 

Getting to Iona by public transport is a challenge: three buses, four trains, and two 
ferries, but, from Preston north, through wonderful scenery. The train derailment ex-
tended the return journey by two hours but gave us a bonus drive through Glencoe and 
over Rannoch Moor. 

The theme of our week was 'Celebrating Columba and all things Iona'. Creative lead-
ership was provided by the graphic artist Steve Raw and his son Ben. [Steve's most pres-
tigious commission is the design for a memorial to the founders of the Royal Ballet in 
Westminster Abbey.] Anyone and everyone - guests, day-trippers, building workers, resi-
dent staff and volunteers - was invited to paint a letter of their choice on a A2 sheet to 
spell out the words describing Columba which emerged from a brain-storm around his 
legendary life. On St Columba's Day (9 June) he was celebrated - not by a Eucharist - but 
by assembling over two hours 150 letters into a 1.8 metre high, 22 metre long, banner 
clothing almost two side of the cloisters in riotous colour. The sun shone but the wind 
decided it should not stay up long. Steve and Ben reconfigured some letters into a new 
banner 4.8 metres wide and 3 metres high, which they managed to suspend from a chan-
cel roof beam just in time for the climactic event of the week - the shared meal tradition-
ally called an Agape.
