I had this by email from someone who attended the morning service and the evening con-
cert in Deddington on May 16 during the Maurice Frost Festival: 

 A few years ago I was on a mini-bus trip to a Christian Aid rally in Brighton, along with 
people from various churches around the Bicester area, and was struck by the enthusiasm of the 
people from Deddington for their church. It seemed quite unusual to hear such enthusiasm for a 
village church so I vaguely made a mental note to come to a service in Deddington one 
day. Then late last night it suddenly occurred to me to look up the service times so that I could 
give it a try this morning.  

 What a great day it's turned out to be! My favourite preacher (Bishop Colin) AND a South 
African choir! And then a knock-out concert in the evening which even my non-church-going 
husband had to admit was fantastic and with amazing acoustics.  

 I hope to be back soon for an 'ordinary' service. Although any church that can get a day 
like today together, however infrequently, is definitely no ordinary village church... 

A generous compliment from an outsider, but is it a compliment we are happy to accept?

Doing things differently, going beyond the routine, is variously problematic and 
inevitably taxing of resources ς and tempers; changing things, as we know, often stirs up anger.  
On the other hand, not changing things, not pushing beyond inherited boundaries of practice, 
often breeds frustration and leads to decay.

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SAINTS ALIVE!  

Mother MARIAN HUGHES, religious, 1817 - 1912  Having read an essay by Cardi-

nal Newman, Marian felt called to be a Sister of Mercy when there were no Anglican 

sisterhoods.  In spite of that, she took vows of poverty, chastity and obedience and 

became  the first professed ôreligiousõ in the C of E since the Reformation.  In 1849, 

she moved to Oxford and founded a Sisterhood,, the Society of the Holy and Undi-

vided Trinity, which served the poor, sick and needy.  In addition, schools, orphan-

ages and parish work created a first house in St Johnõs Street and a convent was 

built in Woodstock Road (now St Anthonyõs College).  At her death, aged 95,and in 

the 71st year of her profession, she was given universal tributes in all the national 

press for her devotion to God and the poor.  

Joseph BUTLER, Bishop of Durham, Philosopher 1692 - 1752   Abandoning Presby-

terianism in 1714, Joseph Butler entered the Church 

of England and took up studies at Oxford.  He was 

ordained priest a year later and earned a fine reputa-

tion as a preacher.  Becoming Bishop of Durham, he 

was soon ranked among the greatest exponents of 

natural history and ethics in England since the Refor-

mation.  The following quotation from his òAnalogy of 
Religionó is typical of his straightforward expressions 

of faith:  ôTo an unprejudiced mind, ten thousand in-
stances of design cannot but prove a Designer.  It is 
intuitively manifest that creatures ought to live under 
a dutiful sense of their Maker; and that justice and 
charity must be his laws to [those] he has made social 

and placed in society.õ
