November 16th: MARGARET of SCOTLAND (1046-1093) Queen, philanthropist, 

Reformer of the Church. 

Welcomed in the Royal Court of Malcolm III of Scotland, whom she married in 

1069, Margaret’s story is, for those times and our own, one of completely happy and 

fruitful union in which she proved to be both a civilizing and a holy presence.  She 

instituted many reforms and founded monasteries, churches and pilgrim hostels.  Her 

daily habit, after her prayers, was to feed destitute, orphaned  children from her 

own table and often on her knee.  “Thus”, said Turfot, bishop of St Andrews, “was 
Queen Margaret honoured by all, (performing) for Christ’s sake the office of a most 
devoted servant and mother”. 

 
November 22nd: C S LEWIS (1893-1963), evangelist, teacher, spiritual writer. 

 One of the most widely read Christian apologists, C S Lewis, educated at Univer-

sity College, Oxford, was tutor and fellow of Magdalen from 1926-1956. A gradual 

conversion experience produced from him a spiritual biography, ‘Surprised by Joy’.  
Later he was appointed to a chair at Cambridge.  His writings confirmed the faith of 

many and brought others to an understanding of God.

OBJECT NO. 3: 10th-century Byzantine 
   Marriage Crowns. 
 A distinctive element in the marriage rites of the Eastern Church was the crowning 
of the bride and groom. This may have had its origins in pre-Christian times and, as the 
high point of the liturgy, it continues to occupy a central place within the ritual of eastern 
wedding ceremonies today. These bronze Byzantine crowns date back to the 10th cen-
tury, and Dr Simon Jones of Oxford University will explore their significance for our under-
standing of eastern Christianity and the rite of marriage. Dr Jones is Chaplain and Re-
search Fellow of Merton College, Oxford, and is also a member of the Church of England’s 
Liturgical Commission. 
 Dr Jones will be presenting the third object in the series, a Byzantine marriage 
crown, on Thursday 3 November 2011 at 7.30pm in Deddington Parish Church. 
         OBJECT NO.4: The Book of Common Prayer 
 2012 will mark the 350th anniversary of the Prayer Book that was introduced fol-
lowing the restoration of the monarchy after the English Civil War, following on from the 
400th anniversary of the King James Bible in 2011. Both books have exerted enormous 
influence over English language and religion, and variants of the Book of Common Prayer 
are used in other 50 countries and in over 150 different languages. Canon Dr Judith 
Maltby, one of the world's leading experts on the Prayer Book and Chaplain and Fellow of 
Corpus Christi College, Oxford, will introduce us to the fascinating story behind its intro-
duction and use. 
 Canon Maltby will present our fourth object, the Book of Common Prayer, on 
Monday 28 November at 7.30pm in Deddington Parish Church.
